Cummins was the first diesel engine maker to offer a full line diighway truck engines to

meet the current EPA requirements, which went into effect in October 2002. On January 8, 2010
Cummins announced it has received certification from the Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) for its 2010 Heawguty bigbore ISX 15 and MidRange ISB6.7, ISC8.3 and ISL9 en-

gines. Cummins will utilize Selective Catalytic Reduction (SCR) technology to meet the EPA
2010 neaizero emissions standards. Cummins and other manufacturers have invested billions of
dollars to create cleaner burning and more-&féitient engine$ and will continue to invest

heavily to meet future requirements.

MAGS members had the good fortune to have Brian Beaulieu as a Guest Speaker at our January
10th, 2007 meeting on Cummins Engines. Brian currently works special projects as a Territory
Manager for Cummins NE covering northern Massachusetts and southern New Hampshire.

In addition to providing customer service to Cummins Engine customers throughout this region,
Brian has worked on special projects such as those involving repowering cranes on tugs in Bos-
ton Harbor. Interestingly enough, prior to joining Cummins NE some four years ago, Brian had
served as both Territory Manager and later, Facility Manager, for Camerota Trucks Parts in Bow.
